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UPUTSTVO AUTORIMA

Ekonomski anali predstavljaju kvartalni ¢asopis medunarodne orijentacije koji izdaje
Ekonomski fakultet Univerziteta u Beogradu. Casopis objavljuje radove na srpskom i na
engleskom jeziku iz svih oblasti ekonomije i privrednog poslovanja, posebno u zemljama
u tranziciji.

Rukopisi treba da ispunjavaju odgovarajuce tehnicke i stilske kriterijjume. Tekst treba da
bude u programu Word i formatu A4, sa uklju¢enim tabelama, grafikonima i fusnotama,
kao $to se predvida da izgledaju u objavljenom tekstu. Fusnote treba svesti na minimum
i oznaciti arapskim brojevima kao superskripte.

Redakcija ¢e rukopis dostaviti recenzentima kompetentnim za odgovarajuce oblasti. Pra-
vila recenzije nalazu da se rukopis $alje bez identifikacije autora. Zato autori treba da po-
sebno pripreme naslovnu stranu rukopisa tako da sadrzi naslov rada i osnovne podatke
o autoru, a na stranici koja sledi potrebno je na srpskom i engleskom jeziku napisati: na-
slov rada (ne duzi od 70 karaktera sa proredima), rezime do 100 re¢i (bez matematic¢kih
simbola), do 5 klju¢nih re¢i, kao i klasifikaciju rada u skladu sa Journal of Economic Lite-
rature(http://www.aeaweb.org/journal/jel_class_system.html). Po pravilu, ¢lanci treba da
budu obima 10 - 30 strana (odnosno 35.000 — 100.000 slovnih mesta s proredima) i sve
stranice treba numerisati, osim prve. Podnaslovi treba da budu kratki, jasno oznaceni
(bold) i numerisani.

Formule treba da su numerisane na desnoj strani. Tabele i grafikoni ne smeju da koriste
boju, treba da obuhvataju najvi$e pola strane (250 slovnih mesta) ili punu stranu (500
slovnih mesta), da budu numerisani arapskim brojevima po logi¢nom redosledu i da ima-
ju odgovarajudi naziv. Izvori koji se citiraju u fusnotama treba da budu navedeni prezi-
menom autora i godinom izdanja u zagradi, a zatim brojem stranice (na primer: Stiglitz
i Charlton (2005), s. 23). Spisak odrednica navodi se na kraju teksta i to samo za citirane
radove. Redosled u navodenju odrednica daje se prema abecednom redosledu prezimena
autora. Ako rad ima viSe od dva autora, navodi se samo ime prvog autora uz naznaku da
ima vi$e koautora: (Goldstein i dr.). Posle imena autora navodi se godina izdanja, naslov
¢lanka pod navodnicima, a naziv knjige ili ¢asopisa kurzivom, najzad izdavac i mesto
izdanja. Na primer: Acocella, N. (2005), Economic Policy in the Age of Globalisation, Cam-
bridge University Press, Cambridge.
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Economic Annals is a scientific journal with an international outlook published quarterly
by the Faculty of Economics, University of Belgrade. It publishes research in all areas of
economics and business administration, particularly for transition economies. The texts
are written in Serbian and English language.

The texts should follow standard technical and stylistic criteria: they should be submit-
ted in a Word A4 form, with all the tables, figures and footnotes as they are intended to
appear in the final version. Footnotes should be kept to a minimum and numbered as
superscripts.

The Editorial Board will forward the submitted articles to the relevant referees. The re-
viewing procedure requires that the original texts should not be signed by the author.
Instead, a separate cover page should be provided, containing only the title of the pa-
per and the basic information about the author, followed by a page containing both in
Serbian and in English: the title of the paper (not longer than 70 characters including
spaces), an abstract of 100 words maximum (mathematical symbols excluded), up to 5
keywords, and the classification code in accordance with the classification published by
Journal of Economic Literature (http://www.aeaweb.org/journal/jel_class_system.html).
As a rule, the articles should be from 10 to 30 pages long (35,000 — 100,000 characters,
spaces included). All pages, apart from the first one, should be numbered. Subtitles sho-
uld be concise, clearly marked in bold and numbered.

Formulae should also be numbered and displayed on the right-hand side of the page. Ta-
bles and Figures must not be created using colour, they should take either half a page (250
characters) or a full page (500 characters). They should be clearly labelled and logically
ordered, using arabic numerals. The Sources quoted in Footnotes should be listed by the
authors’ last name, with the year of publication in parentheses, followed by the page num-
ber (e.g. Stiglitz and Charlton (2005), p. 23). The List of References should be included at
the end of the text only for the quoted texts, the names of authors listed in an alphabeti-
cal order. If there are more than two authors, only the first author’s name should be quo-
ted, with an indication of co-authorship (e.g. Goldstein et al.). The author’s last name is
followed by the year of publication, the title of the article inside quotation marks, and the
corresponding book or journal title should be written in italics. Finally, the publisher’s
name and place of publication should be provided (e.g. Acocella, N. (2005), Economic Po-
licy in the Age of Globalisation, Cambridge University Press, Cambridge).
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
